	Writing

· The children will create an alternative version of “The three Little Pigs” fairy tale.

· To research and collect information on an animal in order to create a “Fact File”.
Reading

· Tell what a story was about after it was read and remember special bits about the people and what they did. 
· Give people more detailed information about a book when asked about it.

Talking and listening

· Through role play/topic work, whole class discussions, structured play, shared reading and writing activities chn will speak clearly and include relevant detail.

· They will develop their ability to listen to what others say.
	Read the common fairytale stories to your child and let them predict different/unexpected endings. 

Help your child research their chosen animal.

After reading with your child, ask them different levels of questions relating to what they just read.

Encourage your child to work independently and read their own work in order to self correct / edit. Ask your child for their opinion on everyday topics and encourage them to expand on their answers.

· Introduce halves and quarters

· Link doubles and halves of numbers

· Introduce quarter of a number.

Time

· Introduce the months of the year

Numbers to 100 then 1000 

· Learn the number sequence to 100

· Introduce place value to 100 dealing with 10 more / less than

· Compare and ordering numbers

· Count in 2’s, 3’s, 4’s, and 5’s


	Find opportunities to physically cut fruit, cakes etc into halves / quarters.

Share sweets between 2 or 4 people.

Move from halving / quartering / sharing physical objects to halving and quartering even numbers less than 20.

Discuss events of different months of the year. Look at and use the calendar on a regular basis.

Practice counting to 100 from 0 and any other number.
Compare two or more numbers eg. 23 and 67. Which is bigger / biggest / smaller / smallest?
