	JANUARY

· Answer and ask appropriate questions.
· Explore the beginning, middle and end of a word.
· Recognise and begin to use finger spaces, speech marks, exclamation marks, question marks, capital letters and full stops.
· Recognise different types of text (fiction/non-fiction/poetry).
· Use capital letters in sentence writing.
· Begin to write for different purposes (thank you letter, lists etc).
· Recognise and write the key words – will, come, call, some/ did, down, that, but/ old, your, make, had.
· Stage 2 Linguistic Phonics- read and write 4 letter words-1 letter 1 sound e.g. lamp, hand, jump. (See Word Games Book: Sets a and b) 
FEBRUARY:

· Use familiar words to make new words (e.g. use at to make cat and flat).

· Show increased control over letter formation (capital letters and lower case letters). 

· Recognise and use the key words no, from, as, out/an, them, or, new/then, well, what, there/made, were, back, just

· Linguistic Phonics Stage 3- children will read and write 2 syllable words e.g. picnic-(pic / nic ) carpet (car / pet).
	· When reading and writing together get your child to point to spaces between words, exclamation marks, question marks and speech marks, capital letters, full stops. 

· Encourage your child to point to each word that is read and encourage them to have a go at reading every word! 

· Let your child see you write (cards, shopping lists, letters to friends) and let them write these things too! 

· Look for familiar words (and our key words) in reading books and in everyday life.
