	Literacy


	Writing

· Plan and then write short stories with a start, middle and end. 
· Read and write poems and instructions.
· Write about their own experiences. 
Reading

· Answer comprehension questions about a reading book.
· Make predictions about a reading book and support with reasons.

· Read in a loud clear voice pausing at full stops and commas.

Talking and listening

· Through role play/topic work, whole class discussions, structured play, shared reading and writing activities chn will speak clearly and include relevant detail.

· They will develop their ability to listen to what others say.
	Talk about a story your have read together, “what happened at the start / middle / end?”

Plan simple short stories together.

Encourage your child to talk / write about what happened in school / in their day.
Ask simple comprehension questions “What happened in your reading book last night?” “What do you think will happen next?” “Why is the little boy happy?”

Allow / encourage your child to ask you comprehension questions. 



	Numeracy


	Weight

Compare weights using the words heavier / lighter / heaviest / lightest.
Introduce using grams and kilograms to measure weight.

Addition / subtraction  to / from 100 
Addition of a single digit to a double 2 number, using mental strategies 
eg. 34 + 5 = ? 
Addition / subtraction of a multiple of 10 and a 2 digit number 
eg 43 + 10 = ?, 43 + 20 = ?
Addition of 3 numbers eg 6 + 5 + 6 = ? (6 + 6 = 12 + 5 = 17)
Subtracting a single digit eg 59 – 4 = ?

Vertical addition and subtraction:

Vertical addition and subtraction within 100 without and then with exchanging.
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Time

Recognise o’clock, half past, quarter to and quarter past on an analogue clock.
	Compare the weight of shopping bags etc. 

Look at the weights on food products.

Practice word and written questions.

Encourage your child to test you and then mark your work (which may have some mistakes)

Write out some simple tens and unit vertical sums for your child to practice. (Wait until your child has learnt carrying before trying it at home).

Discuss times of the day and activities at each time e.g. 12 o’clock is lunch time.
