Oakgrove Integrated Nursery Unit sets high expectations of behaviour through encouraging and praising

good behaviour. In the nursery we encourage children to respect themselves, each other, adults, resources and property. We aim to have a happy , caring and safe environment in conjunction with the provision of sound Early Years Curriculum being delivered .

We apply a set of “Golden Rules” which we discuss with the children regularly. The children are familiar with the rules and are able to talk about each one.

                                                          Nursery Golden Rules

Our agreed Golden Rules are clearly explained to the children and are displayed on the parents/ carers noticeboard.  We also ask parents/carers to talk to their children abaout the Golden Rules and to encourage this good behaviour at home as well.

Our Golden Rules;

1. Always be kind and gentle

2. Do listen

3. Look after our toys and books

4. Help tidy up our toys and books

5. Share with our friends 

6. Always try our best

7. Have fun                                                                            

The children are aware of the reasons why these rules exist and should understand that unacceptable behaviour will have to be managed appropriately.

Positive procedures for dealing with unacceptable behaviour  
1. Prevention- anticipation and removal of potential problems( adult intervention before inappropriate behaviour occurs)
2. Interaction- plenty of adults attention so that there is no need to behave  inappropriately to attract attention.

3. Praise or reward- all adults should offer praise for good behaviour, for example turn taking, co- operation, sharing, listening…. Drawing attention to the good rather than the inappropriate behaviour.

4. Provision- provide physically challenging and emotionally satisfying activities for children to “let off steam” in both nursery indoor and outdoor environments.

5. Clear expectations should be given in an age appropriate and positive way.
