Point out words when out and about- it is a group of letters, not numbers or symbols.

Encourage your child to write letters and their name.

	
	Reading: 

· Sharing reading books together by walking through the story and talking about the pictures. Naming the front cover, back cover, spine, author, illustrator and blurb.

· What is a word? Finding out that a group of letter sounds go together to make a word. Numbers, symbols and pictures are not words. 
· Talk about the beginning/middle and end of a word/story. 
Writing:

· Creating a narrative story that has a beginning, middle and ending to the story. Children also choose characters to be in their story and a place where it happens.

· Correct letter formation for the letter sounds each week.

· Recognising and writing your own name.

Talking & Listening:

· Recognising words with 1, 2 and 3 syllables.

· Recognising word that rhyme and words that do not rhyme. 
	

	NUMERACY
	Learning about the number 6 (recognise, count, write, find)
Ordering numbers from 0-6 and talking about the number after/before/between  
	Money – recognising 1p, 2p, 5p, 10p coins and looking to spot the numbers on the coins; Sorting coins (colour/shape/value); Using coins in the toy shop to ‘pay’ for goods. 

	Learning about the number 7 (recognise, count, write, find)
Ordering numbers from 0-7 and talking about the number after/before/between  
	Pattern – Recognise, copy, continue and create patterns using objects from the classroom and everyday life. 
	Look for numbers all around – on doors/cars/books.  Ask your child to help at home – “bring me 2 socks, Bring 4 knives to the table …”

Let your child buy something in the shop using real coins – look for prices on items and talk about different ways of paying for things – cash/credit card/cheque etc.

Look for patterns all around – clothes, in the house, outside.
