· Talk about ways to read unknown words e.g. picture cues, sounding out, does it make sense. 
· Explore the beginning, middle and end of words
· Attempt to write a simple sentence about their picture, using spaces, sounds they know and writing from left to right. 
· Develop fine motor skills to help them write e.g. threading beads, drawing, adding sequins to decorate pictures.  
· Recognise all 26 sounds and up, we, one, me, two, on, big, she, here, little, my and all for the key words. 
	· Read bedtime stories together each night, discussing what might happen and what they enjoyed about the book. 

· Sing and say rhymes and poems in the car, out walking, while getting ready for bed/school. 

· When reading together, get children to point to spaces between words, exclamation marks, question marks, capital letters and full stops.
· Have a drawing/writing book at home to encourage children to draw and write about things that interest them. 

· Decorate pictures with pasta, sequins and buttons. Hama Beads pictures are great for fine motor development!
