Recognise and name 2D shapes (square/rectangle/triangle/circle/hexagon/pentagon). Create pictures with these shapes. 
Recognise, copy and continue patterns with a variety of material. 
	Make sets up to 5 with forks, cups, toy cars, hair clips etc. Talk about which has more than/less than/the same.
